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The Lakeshore Community
Association does a number of

things for our community such as “"

providing for the care and upkeef
of the common areas. The
common areas include the
clubhouse, pool, tennis courts,
and landscaping and irrigation
systems in the platte reserves.

The Association pays bills
associated with the common
areas such as water and electric
expenses, and since Lakeshore i
not in the city limits, the
Association also pays for trash
pickup expenses and street light
expenses. These various
expenses are funded by the
annual assessments.

The annual assessment rate is
determined in the fall of each
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expenses, and the @icipated
expenses for the coming year.

Another important function of the
Association is to enforce deed
restrictions. Communities with
active deed restriction
enforcement tend to better
protect property values than
communities that do not enforce
their restrictions.

But the Association cannot do
everything. There are limits to
what the Association can do. Fo
example, the Association cannot
install speed bumps in public
streets and cannot regulate traffig
flow. Matters pertaining to speed
limits or traffic flow should be
broughtto the attention of the
county.
