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Local Hero Veteran Moves into
New home
On Dec. 11, 2008, former President George
H. W. Bush presented SSGT Rene Fernandez
and his family keys to their new home at
13014 Sweetgum Shores courtesy of
HelpingaHero.org.

Lakeshore Board Member Patrick Hardy and
residents Rusty and Tracy Montgomery and
children represented Lakeshore by presenting
the Fernandez family with gift cards to help
furnish the house. Also, Gallery Furniture
delivered a house full of furniture. Other
community donors included
AlexandersPortraits.com, Angel Alliance, GE
Appliances, HEB, and Omaha Steaks
International.

Lakeshore showed its pride as many
residents lined the streets waving flags as
President Bush entered the house. There
were several schools also participating. Kids
R Kids of Lakeshore, Kids R Kids of Eagle
Springs and Kids R Kids of Kingwood showed
up bringing several of their older level classes
to wave banners that they made in class. In
addition, Holy Trinity Episcopal School had
several classes in attendance.

SSGT Rene Fernandez led over 300 combat
missions for his task force from March 2003
until April 2004 when he was injured. On that
fateful April day, he was in a HUMVEE around
4am when an improvised explosive device
(IED) was detonated hitting SSGT Fernandez
with 95% of the blast. The shrapnel from the
blast slammed onto Fernandez’s Kevlar, the
blast broke his arm and a huge rock broke his
face. Fernandez was resuscitated three times
before going into a coma that resulted in a
traumatic brain injury. Fernandez slowly
regained his independence as he relearned
how to walk, talk, and think. SSG Rene
